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Moreover, the reference of this course is, Face2Face, informed by the Cambridge English Corpus
and its vocabulary syllabus has been mapped to the English VVocabulary Profile, meaning students
learn the language they really need to know at each CEFR level.

Course requirement (course policy): It is mandatory for the students to attend the class as
scheduled.
