Besides, the course gives students time to formulate the ideas and language they
want to use before they speak, thereby helping to build both spoken fluency and
accuracy. Moreover, the reference of this course is, Face2Face, informed by the
Cambridge English Corpus and its vocabulary syllabus has been mapped to the
English Vocabulary Profile, meaning students learn the language they really need
to know at each CEFR level.

Course Requirement:) It is mandatory for the students to attend the class as
scheduled. They will not pass the exams if they do not attend the class regularly.
Besides, if their absence goes beyond maximum rate, that is 10% out of 90 Credit
hours, they will be considered as failures in this subject.
